Introduction:
The attached LEED v4 for New Construction and Major Renovations (LEED-NC) points are mandatory for a project to be considered sustainable per the Federal Guiding Principles for High Performance Sustainable Buildings.  

Application:	
· Major Construction and Renovation ($10 million or higher): Checklist must be completed and provided to the VA project manager at every design submission and reported after the certification is awarded (post-construction).  LEED certification is also required.
· Minor Construction and Renovation (less than $10 million): Checklist must be completed and provided to the VA project manager at every design submission and reported after post-construction.  Verification by a LEED Accredited Professional is required. LEED certification is optional.  

Completion:
The checklist may be completed by the contracted project team, but must be verified by the VA Project Manager.  The signed version must be retained in the project record.  

Reporting:
A copy of this checklist, signed by the VA Project Manager, must be submitted to:
· Major Construction: Facilities Standards Service (OCFM), SustainableDesign@va.gov, not later than December 1 of the calendar year in which VA received the third-party certification.
· Minor Construction: VA Office of Asset Enterprise Management, GreenVA@va.gov, not later than December 1 of the calendar year of end of construction.
